1. Arbor Day Award – Sponsored by Myrtle Beach Garden Club 
To a club with the most outstanding tree planting activity and/or promotion of conservation of native trees and/or other Arbor Day activities.  First place receives $25.

2. Mamie and Ed Stoudenmire Memorial Bird Award (Club Award) – Sponsored by David E. Stoudenmire, Jr, GCSC President for 2023-2025
To the club completing the most outstanding bird project.  First place receives $25.

3. Civic Beautification Award – Sponsored by Azalea Garden Club of Marion in honor of club member Katharine Beeson
To the club completing the most outstanding project involving civic beautification.  First place receives $25.
 
4. Cora Hunter Memorial Floral Design Award – Sponsored by Elizabeth Wallace of the Azalea Garden Club of Marion
To the club presenting floral designs following the NGC’s Elements and Principles listed in the Handbook of Flower Shows. Members’ designs could be at activities such as scheduled meetings, district meetings, or anniversary events held by their club. The club could also provide floral designs for holidays and special events in public buildings in their communities such as libraries, welcome centers, museums, or senior centers. First place receives $25.

5. Cuba N. Rutledge Memorial Rose Award – Sponsored by the Camellia Garden Club of Conway 
To the club with the most outstanding project involving the use of roses in planting or floral design.  First place receives $25.

6. Emily Stephens Litter Control and Recycling Awareness Award – Sponsored by Driftwood Garden Club
To the club with the most successful litter control campaign.  First place receives $25. 

7. Garden Therapy Award – Sponsored by Georgetown Garden Club
To the club with the most outstanding project using gardening to enhance the lives of residents of nursing homes, hospitals, or other sites working with disadvantaged, disabled, or elderly populations. First place receives $25. 


8. Gladys Taylor Memorial Conservation Award – Sponsored by the Azalea Garden Club of Marion in honor of Gladys Taylor, a former Marion County educator and garden club member. 
For the project, that best displays conservation and protection of our natural resources. First place receives $25.

9. Horticulture Award – Sponsored by Georgetown Garden Club
To the club completing the most outstanding flower, vegetable, or ornamental garden project. First place receives $25.

10. Joann Johnson National Garden Week Award – Sponsored by Driftwood Garden Club 
For the club with the best overall promotion of National Garden Week.  The entry should show community awareness throughout the entire week and include local and/or state proclamations demonstrating the GCSC goals and objectives. First place receives $25.

11. Plant It Pink Award – Sponsored by Dorothy W. Richardson of the Loris Garden Club 
Awarded to the club for the most outstanding and innovative project by a club or council emphasizing the use of pink cultivars (pink flowers or foliage) to promote breast cancer awareness. First place receives $25.

To the club with the most outstanding community project involving beautification and/or development of natural resources or habitation among South Carolina roadways.  First place receives $25.

13. State and National Objectives Award – Sponsored by Conway Garden Council

For the most outstanding educational program presented to or by a garden club.  Award application should include a complete description of the program as well as how the club will use the information obtained to further GCSC objectives.  First place receives $25.

To the club successfully conducting the best promotion of gardening as a youth project. Club members may work with school or other children’s groups.  First place receives $25.

16. David E. Stoudenmire, Jr. Leadership Award—Sponsored by Caroline Ewing, Shirley Long Johnson, and Deborah Vrooman of the Camellia Garden Club of Conway 
To exemplary leaders in our clubs who organize and motivate others.
