· Must have a cumulative GPA of at least 3.0 on a 4.0 scale.

SELECTION CRITERIA
· All applications received by GCSC Chairman will be judged by that chairman and a committee of  8  in order to choose the  winning applications.
· After judging is complete at the state level the SAR and NGC Scholarship Chairmen will receive their application by March 1 for judging.
